Now we begin the rapid process of electrical, plumbing, HVAC, 
new drywall, flooring and the thousands of other things we have to put in place before getting to the decorating, the furnishing, and the mov-
ing.  Still and all, current plans call for a move-in date before Thanksgiving of this year.   
Ok.  Remember a few months back when I told you about the new facility.  I promised then to let you know what we need and how you can 
help.
